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Resumo

Objetivou-se com este trabalho verificar as concepc¢fes de alunos
do curso de Engenharia Ambiental a respeito da Vigilancia em
Saude Ambiental. Dentre 42 alunos entrevistados, “analise da
agua” foi assinalada como atividade da area por 92,86% dos
alunos, seguida por “Plano de Gerenciamento de Residuos de
Servicos de Saude”, 85,72% - de fato responsabilidades da
Vigilancia em Saude Ambiental. Quanto aos profissionais que
devem atuar neste setor, 95,24% dos alunos considerou Bi6logo;
90,48% Engenheiro Ambiental; 88,10% Quimico; 38,10%
Enfermeiro. No Municipio de Curitiba, a Coordenacgédo de Vigilancia
em Saude Ambiental é composta por: uma enfermeira-
coordenadora e duas bidlogas. Estas concepcdes podem
representar futuros conflitos nos ambientes de trabalho, pois estdo
ocorrendo concursos publicos para o provimento de vagas para
Engenheiros Ambientais em Secretarias da Saude.
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Abstract

The aim of this paper is to verify the environmental engineering
students’ conceptions on environmental health inspection. From the
42 students who were interviewed, water analysis was considered
an activity of this area, followed by Plan of Medical Waste
Management, 85,72% - which are in fact responsibilities of the
Environmental Health Inspection sector . When asked about the
professionals who should work in this area, 95,24% of the students
answered they should be biologists, 90,48% environmental
engineers, 88,10% chemists, and 38,10% nurses. In Curitiba, the
Coordination of Environmental Health Inspection is formed by a
chief nurse and two biologists. These conceptions might mean
future conflicts in the Environmental Health sectors, as
environmental engineers have been applying for the selection
process to work in the Department of Health.
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
